Spring ephemeral 

wildflowers in the area include Carolina spring beauty, Dutchman's 

breeches, marsh marigolds, pale corydalis, white and red baneberry and 

nodding trillium.  The hike will be led by Forest Service biologists.  Oberg’s 

trails offer spectacular views both of Lake Superior and inland forests – 

moderate hiking ability is required.
