Participants are invited to gather for Friday night’s
Open-Fire Dinner On A Stick (5:30pm - free, byo) and Saturday
night’s Deep Freeze Chili Feed ($10/person). Grand Marais has
numerous restaurants and grocery stores available within walking
distance - visit www.grandmarais.com to learn more.

Check-In Process

Once you arrive in Grand Marais, check in at the North House Folk
School Office/School Stote for payment and registration. Sites are
chosen on a first come-first serve basis and designated camping
areas are marked. A registration form must accompany each
campsite.
